A partial week between 3 and 6 nights 
will be charged as 1 week’s accommodation. Stays of 1 or 2 nights, are subject 
to availability and nightly pricing will apply. Where possible special dietary 
requirements will be accommodated. Availability and any applicable fees will be 
confirmed upon request.

EC may use carefully selected partners to house students with suitable
Homestay providers. Should EC receive positive visa application results fewer 
than 7 working days prior to arrival, EC reserves the right to offer alternative 
accommodation, which may incur additional charges.
